Q2: If you were the village leader, what would you see as the major problem in this village?  Why?  As the village leader, what would you propose to solve the problem?  Offer one specific proposal in a few sentences.

Suppose that there are two village leaders with distinctive policies proposing two different set of solutions to the major problem that the village is facing.    

The proposals by one of the Leaders, Nationaleon includes the followings:
1.  The village will be organized into several subdivisions based on religion, language, or some other cultural elements.  
2.  Each subdivision will operate more independently with its own sovereignty, including in the provision of public services to its members and the right to enact its specific laws so long as they are not inconsistent to the fundamental village laws.
3.  The subdivisions will agree to operate based on friendship, mutual respect and support, and cooperation including inter-subdivisional trade of goods and services. 

The proposals by the other Leader Globala includes the followings:
1.  To remove language barriers in the village, every villager is mandated to use the most popular language (which is Mandarin) in public.  Children are also socialized via the public language.  
2.  To eliminate religious conflict, all villagers are mandated to believe in the most popular religion (which is Catholicism).
3.  To provide children equal education, every child in the village is taught the same standardized curriculum regardless of the child’s cultural heritage, ability, interest, personality, etc.  
4. To solve hunger, food is equally rationed to each household.   
5.  To solve poverty, every villager receives an equal amount of wage per hour regardless of the type of job, degree of task difficulty, required levels of expertise, the worker’s actual levels of performance and motivation, etc. 
6.  To ensure village’s public health and safety, regular vaccinations, which are paid by the village, are mandated to every villager.
